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RIPP ANNOUNCES RUN FOR STATE 

ASSEMBLY

Lodi…Area farmer and business owner, Keith Ripp (R-Lodi) has announced his plans to run for the 47th State Assembly district seat being vacated by Representative Eugene Hahn. Ripp is the current President of the Wisconsin Soybean Marketing Board, Founding board member and President of Badger AgVest, and a Supervisor in the Town of Dane.

“Working families across the state continue to struggle to pay for health care, and higher taxes do not make it any easier for us to make ends meet.
